The match of Round 1? Ryu just holds onto his lead at the end, and wins by 27 votes.

Last year, the 6-seed Sora takes on the 11-seed Aeris. Aeris wins with 66.66% (freaky…) This year, Sora is back with a 6 seed and Aeris is…..nowhere to be found. Interesting…

Ryu is a contest newbie, the third strongest one behind Frog and Vivi. That isn’t too bad, I mean, he did get the easiest path out of the three. <b>Ulti's Analysis</b>

This match sure got interesting all of a sudden. When you pair up the possibility of Aeris/Sora SFF with Ryu Hayabusa's close call in round one, you have the chances for the upset. Square characters know how to win the tough matches, and this is no exception.

That said, SFF from Aeris/Sora would have had to hit Sora pretty badly for him to be stronger than Jill Valentine, and thus, Ryu Hayabusa. But on the other side of all of this, Jill Valentine may very well have dropped a tad in strength since last year. All I know is that Jill was quite a bit stronger than Sora in 2003 even with SFF adjustments seen in the stats topic. Sora's increase in strength may be simply due to HK-47 being a step or two above fodder, but we shall see. This may be a close match, but then

again, it may not be. Who knows. 

On a common sense level, look at Frog and Master Chief. Ryu Hayabusa is far closer to Master Chief's level than Sora is to Frog's level. Ryu should win this, though it may be closer than we thought at the beginning.
